¿Cómo saber si es Past Perfect?

El past perfect se utiliza para referirnos a cosas que habían tenido lugar en el pasado antes de que ocurriera alguna otra. Se forma como en español: con el pasado del verbo haber en su función de auxiliar (had), más el participio pasado del verbo principal.
¿Cómo saber si es past simple or Past perfect?

Past Simple permite narrar lo que ha ocurrido en el pasado de forma secuencial. Past Perfect Simple, por su parte, se adentra más en el pasado, tomando como referencia un momento determinado para describir una acción anterior a este momento.

¿Cuál es la diferencia entre pasado simple y pasado perfecto?

Empecemos por explicar cuándo se usa: el pasado perfecto hace referencia a una acción en pasado que tuvo lugar ANTES que otra acción en pasado. Es decir, para encontrar una oración en pasado perfecto, lo normal es que vaya acompañada de otra oración en pasado simple.
